Do | automatically get to dual enroll?

No.

EVERY student must go through the
application/approval process. This includes students

who came through the HEMS 8th grade center.




Is Dual Enrollment free for all students?

No.

HEHS Students are approved for district paid dual
enroliment.

Students who are not approved for district paid dual
enroliment must self-pay. This is determined during the
application process.




Can | take dual enrollment courses during any
semester?

District-paid dual enroliment is only offered to HEHS
students during the Fall and Spring semesters.

If a student chooses to take courses outside of the Fall or
Spring they must have high school approval and self-pay for
classes.



How to sign up for the Dual Enroliment
application process.

e Complete the HEHS Dual Enrollment Interest Form.

e Review the application process.

e Accept the invite to the Google Classroom where you
will be lead through the DE Application process. Go

through the application process with Ms. Smith-Butler

to select appropriate courses for the related semester.




Once You Have Been Approved....

e Complete DE Authorization Form for the Approved Courses.

e Attend the HEHS/STLCC advisor session to register for your
courses.

e Follow the provided directions to order the necessary books
for class.

e Double check to ensure that your HEHS schedule does not
conflict with your College Courses.

e Ifyou are a student-athlete, double check to ensure that
you have the appropriate amount of class credits to
eligible.

All Hazelwood East students will have to
submit a Student Dual Enroliment Tuition
Payment Agreement form, signed by parent
and student, before final approval is given
for dual enroliment.




Transportation to
and from classes are
ultimately the
student’s
responsibility.

There is a shuttle bus that runs on the

days that Hazelwood Schools are in
class. The shuttle leaves from EAST at
7:30am to Florissant Valley and at

12:20pm from Florissant Valley to EAST.

Students who participate in
a MSHSAA sanctioned
activity/sport MUST
maintain 3.5 credits of
classes each semester.

This typically means that
the student will take

5 college courses and 2
courses at the high school.

If the student does not pass or drops
the enrolled courses IT WILL IMPACT
THEIR ELIGIBILITY.
