May look like one or more of the following:  Eager to find answers; passionate about topics of their choice; eager

to move ahead of the class; may begin to work before listening to directions; intrinsically motivated

3. Advanced Learner 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:  Often working above grade level and requires significant

differentiation; solves multi-step problems (but may not always be able to put their thinking into words); absorbs

information quickly; may be easily bored

4. Original Thinker 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:   Good at brainstorming; generates many creative solutions and

unique ideas; daydreams; innovative; imaginative; may have a sarcastic or advanced sense of humor (i.e. they

“get” your jokes)

5. Affective Characteristics 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:   Might be highly sensitive; may have perfectionistic characteristics;

may be a slow/reluctant starter; may appear arrogant with authority or be overly confident; may lack self esteem

around peers; may be less likely to conform to peers’ opinions

6. Social Consciousness 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:   Highly developed sense of justice or fairness; may be sensitive to

world issues and events; tends to be more aware of current events; may be highly opinionated or highly involved

with a cause

7. Connections to Learning 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:   Easily sees patterns and makes connections; is able to link learning

across and throughout the curriculum; sees the “big picture”; is able to think abstractly; makes deep connections

that are not obvious to others

8. Risk –Taking 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:   Adventurous in thought; thinks “outside the box”; jumps in without

thinking first; may challenge others

9. Learning Style 4 3 2 1

May look like one or more of the following:   May prefer working independently rather than in a group; may have

difficulty reaching agreement when working with a partner; may take on the role of leader in cooperative

groups.
